The preliminary admission examination is administered in each prefecture, and
the second examination is administered at Jichi Medical University. Two or three
students from each prefecture are admitted to Jichi Medical University depending
on their results from these examinations.

In the past, enrollment for the school of medicine was 100 students. However,
in 2008 ten additional students were accepted due to a governmental policy, in
2009 three additional students were allocated to Tochigi prefecture and, in 2012
ten additional students were admitted as part of a new governmental growth
strategy. As a result, the total enrollment is currently 123 students.
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Academic Lean Prsgram

The School of Medicine at Jichi Medical University has an academic loan program
to tentatively exempt all incoming students from the payment of all tuition,
fees and admission fees. In addition, first year students will be provided with an
academic preparatory allowance to assist them with the purchase of textbooks to
begin their campus life.

Students are exempt from repaying these loans if they work for a public hospital
or clinic in their home prefecture for a period of nine years, including four to five
years basically at a designated hospital or clinic in a remote area.

Scholarship Laan, Pragram

Scholarship loans are granted to students to help cover a part of their living
expenses so that they can focus on their studies at JMU. A monthly stipend of
50,000 yen is granted to all students who apply and up to 150,000 yen is granted
depending on a student’s academic record and financial situation of his/her family.
The scholarship is interest free. However, after graduation, students are required to
repay the loan within 9 years by means of a bi-annual payment due in the months
of June and December of each year.

Dermitory System

At JMU, students live in a dormitory so that they can learn to live together by
abiding to rules and regulations, developing a sense of responsibility, and fostering
a spirit of cooperation and independence. These qualities improve their overall
educational experience during their six-year stay.

Regisnall Clinical Prsfesssr, Pragram,

JMU has offered a practical training in local medical settings. In 1999, we
introduced the Regional Clinical Lecturer Program for students. The lecturers of
this program are responsible for educating students in rural/remote areas of each
prefecture which each student comes from. Also, in 2009, we started the “Regional
Clinical Professor Program” in order to enhance the educational system. Regional
Clinical Professors have a wide range of clinical competence and are responsible
for educating students in the view of community medicine.

The Faee Counse Student. Dactsr, Pragram

JMU introduced the Free Course Student Doctor Program in 2011.
In this program, students who achieve excellent academic standing,
are judged as having the competency to pass the state medical
examination at the end of their fifth year, and are highly motivated
are qualified to be exempt from both sixth year classes and the JMU
graduation exam. Instead, these eligible students can choose to design
their medical training and practice programs and learn under the
guidance of their mentors.
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Program for Sheort-term Study Abroad

Jichi Medical University established an academic cooperation agreement with the
Faculty of Medicine at Chulalongkorn Univesity in Thailand. During the period of
our compulsory elective BSL course (clinical training), JMU annually sends some
students to each university for approximately four weeks to participate in clinical
training.

Jichi Medical University (JMU) was established primarily for the purpose of
providing general practitioners to offer health care in remote areas. The university
is constantly making efforts to enhance its attractiveness by contributing to the
advancement of medicine. While continuing to improve the level of medical
treatment at JMU hospitals, we are also focusing on active research based on our
educational philosophy and we are aiming to establish a system that facilitates
exchanges of human resources, especially young researchers. It is paramount for us
to attract excellent faculty members and students in order to achieve our mission.
We are promoting research activity with a global perspective on the basis of our
experience of the 21st Century COE Program, which was primarily supported by
the collaborative efforts of our graduates throughout Japan. In addition to our
doctorate program, the Master program of Medicine was started in 2003 as an
educational and research program for students with diverse backgrounds. In 2006,
we began a graduate program for working professionals so that young medical
doctors working in local communities would be able to receive a graduate-level
education without leaving their communities. In 2010, those working for JMU
became eligible to take the graduate program for working professionals, and a
policy was instituted for full-time faculty members for graduate programs of basic
medicine. JNU has been actively collaborating with other research institutions and
graduate schools.

The Center for Molecular Medicine, which promotes translational research aimed at
clinical applications, has been the research core of JMU. It has been supported by
public programs including the High-tech Research Center (HRC)-Program, Program
to Support the Formation of Strategic Research Bases at Private Universities,
Private University Research Branding Project under the auspices of the Ministry
of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology (MEXT). The Center has
a flexible system to efficiently facilitate research that meets the demands of the
times. It has also introduced a fixed term employment system. For international
exchange, an international symposium has been held every year except last two
years due measures for reducing the risk of Coronavirus infection. The Center for
Development of Advanced Medical Technology has been supported as the Joint
usage/Research Center by MEXT. The Center for Experimental Medicine moved to
a new building in 2018. Clinical research is outstandingly important for developing
new medical technology. In order to facilitate clinical research, the Support
Center for Clinical Investigation was established in 2013 under the direct control
of the university president. In 2022 it has been re-organized to the Center for
Clinical Investigation, Jichi Medical University Hospital. The Data Science Center
was established for management of large-scale healthcare and biomedical data
in 2017. In 2018, the Open Innovation Center for large joint research and The
Center for Gene Therapy Research were established. JMU also provides support
for university-originated ventures. JMU, which is a unique institution as seen from a
global standpoint, is aiming at further advancements in research.

As the integration of health, medicine, and welfare is currently in
demand, our alumni are working hard as general practitioners to meet
the needs of residents around Japan. As the demand increases, the
expectation for JMU and its alumni are anticipated to grow in the future.

The degree of Master of Nursing Science shall be awarded to those who have
acquired the prescribed credits and passed the thesis examination, and who
possess advanced nursing practice skills and are capable of forming teams and
improving its functions that link advanced medicine and community medicine while
improving and expanding organizational functions.

Advanced nursing practice skills are defined as follows:

1. In the field of advanced practice nursing, advanced judgment, clinical practice,
and organizational coordination skills are required.

Doctor's Program

The degree of Doctor of Nursing Science shall be awarded to those who have
acquired the prescribed credits and passed the dissertation examination, and who
are equipped with the educational and research skills to grasp and explore the
entire picture and essence of nursing issues and to develop nursing science based
on an understanding of the perspectives of multiple nursing specialties while taking
into consideration the healthcare system and nursing delivery system.

2. Common subjects include subjects to acquire knowledge about practice,
education, consultation, coordination, research, ethics, management, and
community health care that are commonly required across nursing disciplines
in order to function as an advanced practice nurse. Nursing Management and
Policy Theory is a required course.

5. In the advanced community health nursing field, each of the three nursing fields
has specialized subjects such as lectures, seminars, and special seminars, as well
as the advanced community health nursing special study, which is common to all
fields. All courses are required.

6. Students are instructed to take either research projects or special research
projects, and to conduct research activities and write a master's thesis. A joint
seminar of the master's and doctor’s programs will be held in order to provide
graduate students with an opportunity to discuss their research topics and
methods from a broad perspective.

7. In the advanced practical nursing field, there are five professional nursing
education programs: maternal nursing, pediatric nursing, critical care nursing,
psychiatric nursing, and cancer nursing.

. The field of comprehensive practical nursing is a field of nursing education and
research that contributes to the development of nursing care based on scientific
evidence, care systems to provide that nursing care effectively and efficiently,
and policies and measures, based on an understanding of the perspectives of
multiple nursing specialties while taking into account the health care system
and nursing delivery system. Based on this concept of the field, the curricula
are organized with specialized subjects and related subjects with educational
content that complement and deepen the fields of advanced practice nursing
and advanced community health nursing in the Master's Program.

. Specialized courses consist of lectures, seminars, and special research.

. In the lecture courses of the specialized subjects, there are required and elective
courses to enable students to explore research topics and methods based
on their understanding of the overall picture and essence of issues related to
nursing. The required courses are those that study research approaches to issues
related to health care systems and nursing delivery systems. The elective courses
are those that study research approaches in multiple nursing specialties.
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4. Seminar courses in specialized subjects are required. Four themes are set, and
students are required to select one theme from each aspect of systems and
nursing care, with a view to the health care system surrounding the subject of
nursing. The content of their study will enable them to focus on their research
topic and reflect it in their research plan by connecting the issues of nursing
care with the healthcare system and nursing delivery system.

5. The special research in specialized subjects is a required subject through the
first to third years. Research activities and preparation of doctoral dissertations
are supervised by a main research supervisor and two other secondary research
SUPETrVIsors.

6. Specialization-related subjects are composed of elective courses to develop a
broad perspective, deep insight, comprehensive judgment, and a foundation
for building new concepts and knowledge systems in nursing, as well as to learn
about knowledge and research methods in fields other than nursing so that
students can explore research methods.

7. In order to acquire the ability to promote research while communicating with
nurses and researchers outside the field of specialization, joint research seminars
of the master’s and doctor’s programs are held regularly as part of the seminar
and special research.

The Center for Molecular Medicine (CMM) was established in 1998 as an institution conducting research and development at the
forefront of medical science. Since its establishment, CMM was funded by grants for the project "Molecular Study on Intractable Diseases
and Development of Gene Therapy Technologies" (1998-2002) and "Development of Basic Technologies for Genome Medicine and
Regenerative Medicine" (2003-2007). Both programs were under the High-tech Research Center (HRC) Program by the Ministry of
Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology (MEXT). CMM has yielded a variety of scientific achievements by conducting cutting-
edge medical research. In 2008, the third CMM project "Bioimaging Research from Molecular Pathogenesis to Novel Therapeutics" was
selected by MEXT Program to support the Formation of Strategic Research Bases at Private Universities, followed by "Non-communicable
Diseases" since 2013. In 2017, CMM participated in a MEXT project “Private University Branding Project” (2016) and established a
collaborative research team across the basic research and clinical departments in Jichi to explore application of aging research to community
medicine.

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The RI Center was established in 1974 as a joint-use facility for conduct experiments using radiation and radioisotopes. In 1987, a new RI
facility which able to conduct recombinant DNA experiment was established within The center for experimental medicine. Many medical
science and life science researches are being performed in these facilities using radiation irradiator and unsealed radioisotopes (15 nuclides).
Safe handling of Rl is very important to maintain the safety of the facilities and the environments and to prevent radiation hazards to radiation
workers. And also, by laws radiation workers should receive education and training. To these end, The Radiation Protection office conducts that
supervising safe handling and educating, under laws and regulations.

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The Center for Experimental Medicine was established in 1987 as a central facility for laboratory animals and has contributed to advanced medical
research while paying maximum attention to animal welfare. The Center moved to a new building in 2018 and employed a standard barrier
operation by introducing individually ventilated cages (IVCs) to secure the specific pathogen-free (SPF) environment and to improve the usability
for investigators. In addition, the Center has been engaged in the development of genetically engineered animals using state-of-the-art technologies
including genome editing and in the preservation of valuable biological resources such as embryos and gametes to promote medical research and
education.

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In 2008, the Medical Simulation Center, Jsim47, was opened to enhance the quality, safety and efficiency of medicine. It provides basic
education for students and skill enhancement for medical personnel for both hospital and community medicine. Jsim47 is equipped with
training simulators for emergency resuscitation and for diagnosis and checkup that are easy to use. Furthermore, methods and simulators for
effective and efficient education are also being developed in Jsim47.
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The Center for Development of Advanced Medical Technology, also called ‘Pig Center’, was established in 2009, supporting research and
development of advanced medical technology as well as surgical training using swine. The center is one of the leading facilities of swine in
Japan, equipped with breeding facilities, surgical rooms, MRI, CT, intensive care units, cell-processing facilities for swine, and copes with long-
term management of swine. In 2022, a new team has joined the center, which is “Laboratory of Regenerative And Cellular Medicine”, sponsored
by Sumitomo Pharma Co., Ltd. The center now consists of six teams. The teams together support the education and research in harmony. The
center was accredited as the nation-wide joint usage and research center in 2017 and rated as the S rank both at the interim and term-end by
the government (MEXT). The credit as the nation-wide center has thus been authorized toward the next term. The center will continue to widely
open to researchers inside and outside the university to develop new interdisciplinary fields and to nurture human resources than ever before.

The Division of Endoscopic Surgery, established in October 2007, has conducted the JMU Endoscopic Simulation Program six times each
year, and contributed to training and education in endoscopic surgery. We introduced the Da Vinci Si (Intuitive Surgery®) and have sponsored
regular animal surgery training since December, 2013.

The Da Vinci Si, originally developed in the United States in 2000, is a system for robotic surgery with a 3D endoscope and three arms for
manipulation. The 3D endoscope provides more precise vision than the naked eye, and three arms provide more sophisticated manipulation
than is possible with ordinary endoscopic devices, which allows the performance of more precise operations. Animal laboratory surgical training
contributes to continuous training, progression of surgeons’ skills, and better outcomes of endoscopic operations.
